DIRECTIONS: Palmdale B Pelona Vista Park: 37800 Tierra Subida Ave, Palmdale, CA 93551

*From 5 freeway : Exit 14 freeway north towards Palmdale/Lancaster, go northeast approximately 35 miles. Exit Avenue S, go left.
Make a right at Tierra Subida Ave and continue north to Pelona Vista Park. Park in the 2" ot on the righthand side B look for signs.
*From 14 freeway north : Exit Avenue S, go left. Make a right at Tierra Subida Ave and continue north to Pelona Vista Park. Park
in the 2™ lot B look for the signs.

*From 14 freeway south: Exit Palmdale Blvd, go right. Make a left at 5™ Street West and continue south to Tierra Subida Ave. Go
left and Pelona Vista Park will be on your left approximately _ mile south on Tierra Subida. Park in the 1st lot B look for the signs.

THE COURSE: This course consists 35% grass, 10% paved, 55% dirt. Starts with a long grass straightaway before it winds
through the park and up into the parking lot and back down to a long dirt section leading back onto the grass and back through the
expo area. This fast paced course features 2 elevation changes, a water crossing, and twisting turns on the grass. Each lap is
approximately 2.5km in length. Races are timed circuits on the course based on category.

REGISTRATION: Pre-registration is encouraged on-line at www.sportsbaseonline.com. Online registration closes Thursday 12/4
at 9:00PM (Pacific). Race day registration: Cyclocross - Opens at 8:00AM and closes 15 minutes before each race category start. .

ENTRY FEES: Pre-Registration entry is $25.00 for each category race. Race Day entry fee is $30.

A valid USA Cycling license is required. Annual license can be purchased online at: www.USACycling.org on race day for $60.00
($30 for Juniors) and expire on 12/31/2009. One-day license available on race day or with pre-registration for $10.

- Additional race entries are just $5.00. - Non-Competitive Fun Race is $5.00 and does not require a USA Cycling license.

- Juniors (10-18 yrs) race FREE with USA Cycling license , or purchase one-day license for $10. Juniors pay regular entry fee
for category races if NOT entering Junior race.

RULES: Event held under USA Cycling Permit. All 2008 USA Cycling/USCF/CX rules apply. Refer to UCAS rulebook.
Event will be held rain or shine, no refunds. Cyclocross and Mountain Bikes (no bar ends) are okay.

Cyclocross Racing age is a riderOs actual age as of 12/31/2009.

No water/feeds are allowed during race except under extreme conditions and agreed to by USAC Officials.

Bike and wheel changes are allowed in the designated pit area(s) only. Riders must wear helmets when on the bike at all times.
Riders shall stay on the course or existing trails. Please respect the venue and local residents.

Warming up on the course is permitted under the following conditions:

Please try to show up with enough time to ride the course in between races.

Otherwise, warming up on course during races is allowed under the following conditions:

(1) IF THERE IS A RACE IN PROGRESS DO NOT RIDE THROUGH THE START/FINISH AREA AT ANY TIME.

(2) If there is a race in progress, BE AWARE of racers coming up behind you and STAY OUT OF THE WAY.

Cyclocross Cat 1: Road Pro or Cat 1; MTB Pro

Cyclocross Cat 2: Road Cat 2 or 3; MTB Semi-Pro or Expert

Cyclocross Cat 3: Road Cat 3 or 4; MTB Expert or Sport

Cyclocross Cat 4: Road Cat 4 or 5; MTB Beginner or One-day license

Championships which take place in Jan/Feb 2009. Basically your racing age for the entire cyclocross season running September
2008 through January 2009 is based on your age as of 12/31/2009!

SoCalCross Prestige Series Leader, GoGreenRacer & Best Team Competition . The top 3 riders in each
Prestige Series category (except fun and fixed gear) will receive awards and a series category champion will be crowned. In
determining the overall series winner in each category, each riderOs final points tally will be based on their best SEVEN finishes of
12 events. Points will be awarded to the top 15 riders all categories. Categories with combined start times will be scored
separately for series points. Points for 1st through 15th place: 20-17-15-13-11-10-9-8-7-6-5-4-3-2-1. USCF rules on upgrades

will be enforced. Points are not transferable between categories. Series Points Leaders will be awarded a Leader Jersey to be
worn during the category race. Top riders in the series will receive a call-up to the front row. Weekly GoGreenRacer winners will
receive a call-up when possible. Team points accumulate throughout the season with Top 3 Teams winning series awards.
